PICK-UP & DROP-OFF 
All pick-up and drop-off must be made curbside. Parents re 
encouraged to remain in their vehicle unless instructed to 
do so by our staff. If you are on foot, please proceeded to 
the designated area for pick-up and drop-off.

FOOD
Children may be sent with food from home, they may eat 
whatever they like, whenever they like. No refrigeration will 
be provided. The food you provide must be shelf stable or you 
must provide an ice pack for cold food. 

You may not provide any food to anyone else, including staff 
or other children for any other reason. The Y will provide free 
lunch for programs that qualify (CFC). 

All meals provided will come in sealed sanitized containers 
from the distributor. Food not purchased through our 
facilities will not be allowed for general consumption on 
the properties.
